MSW Classicline, Pureline, Protectline
GEZE MSW Classic-, Pure- and Protectline manual sliding wall system consisting of glass panels which can be manually moved independently of each other, an aluminium track system, and a stacking area to park the panels which is dimensioned according to the number of panels in the system.

SmartGuide
Enables the guiding side of the roller carriage in the track to be switched over without the use of an external control unit. This means that even complex track layouts can be realised while maintaining permanent guiding of the carriages. System layouts without swing door end panel allow the complete opening of the front of the system.

Track system
Smooth operation due to guided curve technology for easy operation of the panels, no sharp-angled or unguided branches. Carriage with permanently engaged guide rollers and mechanically coded track, either fixed or with auto-reversible guiding side, which makes it very simple to use and prevents maloperation. Carriages with plastic-coated, quiet-running track rollers and sealed ball bearings, but no spherical or gliding discs are permitted. Track consisting of extruded aluminium profiles with a cross-section of 96 x 66 mm. On-site ceiling end brackets are attached to the track by sliding blocks which can be supplied as an option. The track must be fixed to on site load-bearing components (e.g. steel structures or similar).

Locking to the floor
Locking in double eccentric floor sockets with interchangeable insert for optimal adjustment and fit.
Front side Comfort panel locking
The panels are locked at the front using the MSW Comfort locking system, which locks securely into the floor sockets supplied and is also suitable for changing direction up to 15 degrees. The integrated activator unit connects the panels and prevents unauthorized levering. 
For stacking areas outside the system front, the last panel which is moved into the system front is equipped with a Comfort vertical lock. This locking mechanism closes the sliding panel by rotating the operating unit at 3 points simultaneously. The rotation mechanism can be locked via the integrated lock using a Euro profile cylinder.

Alternative panel locking 
Alternatively, a version featuring arresting front floor locking and integrated floor locks with a Euro profile cylinder are available to lock the panels.
